“Heart disease is the number one killer in
Americaand helping to raise money that will help to fight the disease through education, prevention and
research gives me alot of satisfaction.”

The first-generation son of Irish immigrants, Dr. Harold was born in Cdifornia, but grew up in the Bronx, New
York, receiving his Medical Degree from the State University of New York at Stony Brook. After completing
hisinternal medicine training a Mount Sinai Hospita in New Y ork City, Dr. Harold came to Cedars-Sina
Medical Center in 1982 to complete afellowship in cardiology under the direction of his mentor, Dr. Jeremy
Swan. Dr. Swan, dong with Dr. William Ganz, invented the Swan-Ganz catheter, a device that alows doctors
to accurately measure the heart’ s performance at the bedside.

In 1985, Dr. Harold formally joined the Medical Staff and began his practice in internal medicine and
cardiovascular diseases. Heis certified by the American Board of Internal Medicinein Critical Care
Medicine, Geriatrics, Internal Medicine and Cardiovascular Diseases.

To prepare him for his new role as Chief of Staff, Dr. Harold served as Vice Chief of Staff, secretary of the
medical staff and clinical chief of Medicine and Cardiology at Cedars-Sinai, bringing a wedlth of knowledgein
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hospital administration and clinica practice. Dr. Harold has aso participated in numerous medical staff
committees, including chair of the Continuing Medica Education Committee, vice chair for the Medica
Education Committee, vice chair for the Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee and co-chair of the Suzanne
and David Saperstein Critical Care Tower Operations Committee.

As Chief of Staff, Dr. Harold's primary goal will be to ensure that Cedars-Sinai continues to excel in providing
quality medica care asit relates to patient care, patient safety and efficiency. To thisend, Dr. Harold will
oversee the Medical Staff in ensuring that the hospital meets al quality and safety measures in compliance
with all national and state health agencies, develops systems to further reduce medical errors, improves the
quality of pain management for patients, and establishes a physician-nurse mentoring program, to further
nursing education.
